Guess our national leaders didn't expect this. On Thursday, Darrell Scott, the father of Rachel Scott,
victim ofthe Columbine High School shootings in &iitth, Colorado, was invited to address the
House Judiciary Committee's subcommittee. What he said to our national leaders during this special
session of Congress was painfully truthful.
They were not prepared for what he was to say, nor was it receiveld lveeeds to be heard by
every parent, every teacher, every politician, every sociologist, every psychologist, and every so
called expert! These courageous words spoken by Darrell Scott are powerful, penetrating, and deepl
personal. There is no doubtahGod sent this man as a voice crying in the wilderness. The following
Is a portion of the transcript:
"Since the dawn of creation there has been both good & evil in the hearts of men and women. We all
contain the seeds of kindness or the seeds of videidie death of my wonderful daughter, Rachel
Joy Scott, and the deaths of that heroic teacher, and the other eleven children who died must not be
in vain.

You've stripped away our heritage,
You've outlawed simple prayer.
Now gunshots fill our classrooms,
And precious children die.
You seek for answers everywhere,
And ask the que®n "Why?"
You regulate restrictive laws,
Through legislative creed.
And yet you fail to understand,
That God is what we need!
"Men and women are threg@art beings. We all consist of body, mind, and spirit. When we refuse to
acknowledge a third part of sumakeup, we create a void that allows evil, prejudice, and hatred to
rush in and wreak havoc. Spiritual presences were present within our educational systems for most
of our nation's history. Many of our major colleges began as theological seminarigss @h
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historical fact. What has happened to us as a nation? We have refused to honor God, and in so doin
we open the doors to hatred and violence. And when something as terrible as Columbine's tragedy
occurs-- politicians immediately look for a scapegoat sasithe NRA. They immediately seek to
pass more restrictive laws that contribute to erode away our personal and private liberties. We do
not need more restrictive laws. Eric and Dylan would not have been stopped by metal detectors. No
amount of gun laws gastop someone who spends months planning this type of massacre. The real
villain lies within our own hearts.
